BYU desires to engage Speaker to perform, and Speaker desires to perform, the Speech (defined below) as set forth in this Agreement.

	(d) Campus Use. Archive and make copies of the Speech for educational purposes—namely, for reproducing, performing, distributing, or displaying the address in a classroom, library, or other academic purpose.


The Speech. Speaker shall provide to BYU the Speech as described in Section 1.3 in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.
Fee and Payment. As consideration for the Speech, BYU shall issue payment of the Fee set forth in Section 1.3, within thirty days after Speaker’s presentation of an acceptable invoice to BYU. Speaker’s invoice must be addressed to BYU’s Primary Contact (see above) and include (a) the BYU purchase order number assigned to this Agreement; and (b) Speaker’s address for payment purposes.
Inspection and Acceptance of the Speech. Speaker generally has sole responsibility to direct and control performance of the Speech, and performance of the Speech is dependent upon Speaker’s unique and specialized skills. However, the Speech must meet the final approval of BYU, and upon BYU’s reasonable request, the Speech is subject to BYU’s general right of inspection prior to the Speech.
Relationship of the Parties. The parties are independent contractors and nothing in this Agreement may be deemed to establish a joint venture, partnership, agency, or employment relationship between the parties. Neither party has the right or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of the other. If Speaker no longer meets the designation of independent contractor, BYU may immediately terminate this Agreement without cause.
Intellectual Property Rights.
[bookmark: a493237]Except as provided herein, Speaker retains ownership of all copyrights in the Speech and any of Speaker’s pre-existing materials incorporated into the Speech, as well as Speaker’s name, image, likeness, and other recognizable aspects of Speaker’s persona (collectively, the “Intellectual Property”).
Speaker grants BYU a perpetual, worldwide, fully paid-up, license to use and sublicense the Speech and the Intellectual Property for the Authorized Uses set forth in Section 1.4 and any use reasonably necessary to effectuate the Authorized Uses, including but not limited to the right to market, advertise, publish, transmit, distribute, reproduce, and make derivatives of the Speech and translate it into any language, any of the foregoing solely in connection with the Authorized Uses. If no Authorized Uses are initialed by Speaker in Section 1.4, the parties agree that BYU shall enjoy the broadest authorized use for the Speech (i.e. “All Uses Authorized”).
[bookmark: a738376]Speaker shall not have the right to use or license BYU’s trademarks, service marks, trade names, logos, symbols, or brand names, except with BYU’s prior written authorization.
BYU Standards and Policies. While performing the Speech and while on BYU’s campus or at any BYU activity or event, Speaker (and any of Speaker’s employees, subcontractors, or other agents) shall use best efforts to use clean language and to be courteous and respectful of the university and its campus community, and to uphold BYU’s standards of moral character, honesty, decency, and obedience to the law and any relevant BYU policies and procedures identified by BYU. Speaker shall ensure that Speaker’s employees, subcontractors, and other agents also abide by the policies and standards listed below.
General Standards. While performing the Speech and while on BYU’s campus or at any BYU activity or event, Speaker and its employees and subcontractors shall not:
a. Wear clothing that is immodest or offensive or that is not neat and clean;
b. Use or display expressions or materials that are vulgar, profane, pornographic, unchaste, racist, unduly disrespectful to others, dishonest, obnoxious, or otherwise indecent; or
c. [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Engage in expression or activities that seriously and adversely affect BYU’s mission or The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (the “Church”), including without limitation expression that deliberately attacks or derides the Church or its general leaders, or that contradicts or opposes, rather than analyzes or discusses, fundamental Church doctrine or policy.
Prohibited Substances. The following substances are prohibited on the BYU campus: alcohol, tobacco, electronic cigarettes, vapes, and all illegal substances. Coffee and tea are also prohibited unless otherwise indicated by BYU.
Explosives and Weapons. Explosives, fireworks, firearms, and other weapons or dangerous items (as determined by BYU) are prohibited on the BYU campus without BYU’s permission.
Promotional Activities and Sales. Recruiting, public advertising, promotions, or making sales for a business are not allowed on the BYU campus without the prior written approval of BYU.
Indemnification. Speaker shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend BYU, its officers, employees, volunteers, and agents (the “Indemnified Parties”) from and against any and all claims, causes of action, liabilities, obligations, losses, damages (including punitive damages), settlement payments, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees), interest, awards, judgments, diminution in value, fines, fees, penalties, or other charges arising out of or relating to any breach of this Agreement or any act or omission of Speaker in connection with the Speech (“Claims”), except to the extent that the Claims arise from the negligence, breach of this Agreement, violation of law, or willful misconduct of one or more of the Indemnified Parties.
Speaker’s Representations and Warranties. Speaker represents and warrants that (a) the Speech will be performed in a professional manner and will be of a quality consistent with industry standards for similar Speeches or like performances; (b) Speaker has the education, training, and experience to discuss the topic(s) chosen for the Speech; and (c) the Speech and any materials incorporated into the Speech or provided by Speaker for purposes of marketing or advertising the Speech are and will be Speaker’s original work (except for material in the public domain, provided by BYU, or properly licensed by a third party for Speaker’s authorized use in connection with the Speech) and do not and will not violate or infringe upon the intellectual property rights or any other right whatsoever of any party.
Termination. 
BYU may terminate this Agreement or any part of it for cause in the event of Speaker’s breach of this Agreement, including any of its terms, conditions, representations, or warranties. Causes allowing BYU to terminate this Agreement for cause include, but are not limited to the following: (a) failure of Speaker to provide BYU, upon reasonable request, a copy of the Speech, or reasonable assurances of future performance; (b) failure of Speaker to abide by standards of conduct outlined herein; or (c) the inaccuracy of any representation or the failure of any warranty herein. 
Upon BYU’s termination of this Agreement, or any part of it, for cause, (a) BYU will not be liable to Speaker for any loss, liability, or damages sustained by Speaker as a result of the termination; (b) Speaker will be liable to BYU for any and all losses, liabilities, or damages sustained by BYU as a result of the termination, or the act or omission giving rise to the termination; and (c) BYU may offset off any such losses, liabilities, or damages sustained by BYU (including the costs of finding and retaining a new speaker) against any amounts already paid or to be paid to Speaker pursuant to this Agreement.
No Waiver. No waiver of any right or obligation under this Agreement is effective unless it is in writing, identified as a waiver to this Agreement, and signed by the party waiving its right.
Governing Law and Submission to Jurisdiction and Venue in Utah. The laws of the State of Utah, without giving effect to its conflicts of law principles, and the laws of the United States, govern all matters arising under and relating to this Agreement, including torts. The parties submit to the jurisdiction of and venue in the federal and state courts located within the State of Utah and any legal action arising out of or related to this Agreement, including torts, must be initiated exclusively in the federal courts of the United States located in Salt Lake City, or the courts of the State of Utah located in Utah County.
Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the final and exclusive agreement between the parties on the matters contained in this Agreement.
